It has been a short week, so we have a short report.  Weekly EOC meetings with each community are ongoing. We continue to work to identify best practices and address emerging questions.  The matrix will be available next week.

Given the recent rise in positive COVID-19 cases, some communities are revising local travel restrictions and guidelines. The State of Alaska has asked that communities check in with leadership at Unified Command as new guidelines are developed so the State is aware of what's in the works and can offer recommendations and help reduce conflict with State mandates. In last week's update we noted that the Paycheck Protection Program application deadline was June 30. This week the US Senate voted to extend the application deadline to August 8, in part because $130 billion in loan money remained unspent. This legislation now heads to the House, which is about to break for the July 4 recess. We will provide an update on this when the application period reopens.
