Re: 	Fishermen Returning Home
We are fast approaching the end of the 2020 salmon season, which means fishermen will be starting to wrap things up and head home in the next week or so.  As this happens it is important to be prepared and think about how fishermen can safely return to LPB communities and minimize the risk of community spread and transmission.  Here are some questions and information that can help guide communities in developing and communicating protocols and post-season travel.  

TESTING IN NAKNEK:  The Camai Clinic in Naknek will have walk up testing available for anyone who wants it through early August.  Testing is available Monday thru Friday 1:00 pm to 3:00 pm at the pool (next to Camai Clinic).  The test results will be available the following day (or on Monday if they test on Friday) so fishermen should take that into account when making travel plans.  The clinic will issue a document with their test results.

VILLAGE LEADERSHIP SHOULD CONSIDER:
· Testing
· Will the village require fishermen to take a test in Naknek and show a negative result prior to traveling home?  Alternatively, fishermen could be tested upon arrival in the village if the community has available testing supplies.
· Will fishermen be required to take a follow up test upon arrival (or after x days) in the community?  What is the plan for returning fishermen who test positive upon arrival?
· Quarantining
· Is there a safe place in the community for fishermen to quarantine while awaiting test results?
· Will fishermen be expected to quarantine upon arrival regardless of test result in Naknek?  For how long?  Can they quarantine in small groups of returning fishermen?
· Does the village have adequate supplies and housing for returning fishermen to quarantine away from their families if needed?  
· Communication
· How will you communicate to returning fishermen what to expect and what is expected of them at the end of the season BEFORE they return home?
