Re: 	Weekly Update – July 13 thru July 17
The resident case count in Lake and Peninsula Borough is four with two recovered, two active.  

Bristol Bay Borough has two resident cases at this writing, and of course there are many cases in the fishing industry in both LPB and BBB.  For this reason, it is important that anyone returning to villages be cautious.  Whether returning from fishing in Bristol Bay, or medical appointments in Anchorage we encourage:
1. Be tested before leaving the city/bay.  Testing is available for free in Naknek, Dillingham or Anchorage.  Results may take 24 hours or more, so plan.  Please carry your test results with you as you travel.
2. When you arrive in your home community self-quarantine yourself and your family.  It is important to stay away from others for the first 7 to 10 days to be assured you are healthy.  Consider this a good time to do home tasks or just get a rest.
3. Make and appointment for a second test.  7 to 10 days after arriving home, go in for a second test at your clinic.  Nearly all villages have testing capabilities now.  If you do not/cannot re-test, you can quarantine for 14 days.  A 14-day quarantine is considered the best way to protect your community.

The processors are beginning to wind down. In Egegik, the security detail will be leaving on July 20th.  The crew was much appreciated.

Just a reminder: Wash your hands, practice social distancing, and stay home if you are sick.
