Re: 	Weekly Update – July 20 thru July 24

There have been no new COVID-19 positive cases to report since July 17, 2020.  There have been a total of four resident cases.  All are recovered.

As discussed in previous updates, the fishing season is wrapping up, people will be returning to our villages and we have encouraged caution.  Mayor Alsworth recorded a Public Service Announcement that will be airing on KDLG in Dillingham and KXMT in Kodiak.  It advises returning fishermen to do the following: 
1) Be tested before you leave the city.  Testing is available in Anchorage, Naknek, Dillingham and Kodiak free of charge.  
2) Once you arrive back in the village maintain a 7 day quarantine for you and all of your household.  
3) Make an appointment at your local clinic for a second test.  If you cannot or do not want to retest, quarantine for 14 days.  

It is important to note that this is not just for fishermen but applies to those returning from medical appointments or shopping outside the village, the same care and protocols should be followed.

Nilavena Clinic in Iliamna will be providing testing during clinic hours for patients with symptoms and have asked asymptomatic clients to test only on Wednesdays.  Call Nilavena for an appointment at 907-571-1818.  The testing facilities in Naknek will be moving from the pool to Leader Creek on August 1st and will continue through the summer.  The testing in Dillingham is at the harbor and will be closing on July 31st.  Testing at the Dillingham airport will be available until August 14th. 

Finally, while it is assuring to get that negative test result, remember that testing has limited reliability.  Do not fail to do the most secure and simple practices:
· Quarantine - This is the ‘gold standard’ in security.  Simply staying away from others is the best way to prevent the spread of the disease.
· Social Distance – If you must be around others stay six feet apart or more.
· Wear a face mask – This protects others from you.  Do this to respect your neighbors and keep your germs to yourself.
· Wash your hands – Do it often and do it well.
· Stay Home – If you are high risk or are not feeling well simply stay home.  Make phone calls or text loved ones instead of visiting.
