The Lake and Peninsula School District is actively preparing for the start of the school year. Following the recommendation of the Department of Health and Human Services, the school district has created a COVID-19 Advisory Committee to help guide the district in preparing and planning throughout the 2020-2021 school year. The Advisory Committee includes medical professionals that can provide expertise in effectively responding to and reducing community transmission. 

The Committee is currently meeting weekly to assist the school district in preparing for the start of the school year. To date, they have helped to create several informational What You Need to Know flyers that cover a range of topics including: daily screenings; visitors to the school; cross country; cleaning & disinfecting protocols; food service; and general guidelines. On Thursday morning, August 27th, the House & Senate Legislative Budget & Audit Committees voted to expand the eligibility requirements for small businesses in Alaska to receive AK CARES Act funds.  The legislature has recently voted to eliminate the $5,000 limit on PPP/EIDL funds and allow businesses/individuals with a secondary income to apply.  These are important changes for our local businesses and fishermen, many of whom work secondary jobs during the winter months. Note:  these funds will be approved on a first-come, first-serve basis and applicants are urged to file as soon as possible. 

We are also still waiting to hear details on the plan for distributing fisheries assistance funding from Section 12005 of the CARES Act Relief funding (which is separate from the AK Cares Act funding above). ADF&G is developing the spending plan for eligible commercial, subsistence, charter, processing and aquaculture businesses. We are in communication with the State on what this will look like in the Lake and Peninsula region and will provide updates as more information becomes available. If you are interested in applying for these or other funds and need support, please let us know. We can help connect you with available resources and services.
