Re: 	Weekly Update – Aug 31 thru Sept 4

This is a good time to remind folks to review their local and tribal ordinances regarding restrictions and protocols in place to reduce the spread of COVID-19. Many of these ordinances were created in March or April, but are still in effect. We encourage everyone to refamiliarize yourself with and follow these ordinances to help keep our communities safe. It’s important to remember that 40% of adults show no symptoms, and most children have only mild symptoms, but are still contagious and can spread COVID-19. 

Washing your hands, wearing a mask, and keeping your distance are easy and important ways to keep our communities and elders healthy this year. 

Parents, with the start of the school year upon us, now is the time to get familiar with your community’s COVID-19 testing site in case you or your children need to get tested. That said, testing is not a substitute for quarantining. Quarantining remains the most effective strategy for reducing the spread of this illness. The Alaska Division of Public Health recommends a 14-day quarantine period. If you come into contact with someone who has tested positive or may be positive, stay home, and stay away from others, even those living in your household, and especially those who are high risk (e.g., elderly, those with pre-existing health conditions) until you have been given the all clear by medical professionals. We know that these are isolating and difficult times in many ways. Many people are struggling this year with increased anxiety, depression, stress, and uncertainty. Our mental health is just as important as our physical health. Reach out to friends, family, and others you trust if you need help, and keep an eye out for those in need.

Finally, the AK CARES funding that was recently expanded was quickly spent. The online application system is still open, but it’s important to know that if you apply you may not receive funding due to a lack of available funds. There are other resources available to residents and businesses in need right now; including free legal hotlines, and economic assistance programs. SWAMC and BBNA are great resources if you need help navigating programs available to you. If you need additional assistance, let us know and we can help point you in the right direction.  

Stay safe and healthy this season, and don’t forget to get your flu shot.
